Programs shared challenges and experiences with domestic violence.

· When suspected DV and not confirmed, how does the team address this? Dad is not engaging in the team process and mom is looking to gain a voice.

· Retired county Domestic Abuse advocate has been successfully utilized as a team member.

· There needs to be better communication between systems, i.e. Domestic Abuse Shelter and Human Services
· Programs look for more creative ways to help mom feel safe.

· There are concerns about children’s exposure to violence.

· Programs see AODA involvement in many cases. How to address?

· Restraining orders sometimes difficult to deal with.
· What is a safe way for abuser to have visitation?

 Remarks on DomesticViolence: Sharon Lewandowski, Ann Brickson, Kristy Moran

· Definition of Domestic Violence; pattern, power and control.
· There is perceived “safety” when DV is secret.

· Couples counseling / family therapy can be used successfully as an intervention when utilized by professional staff familiar with DV and when DV is addressed.

· Important to consider county Domestic Abuse Advocate as part of team.

· Domestic Abuse Advocate is to support and maintain the confidentiality of the victim.

· Legislation passed to combine ISP/CST into CST. ISP’s will make a transition with further guidance being provided at the Statewide Director’s meeting. County ISP’s to transition: EauClaire, LaCrosse, Washburn, Chippewa and Dunn.

· Issue: St. Croix County recently learned that CST info that is part of a school record is not held confidential. This is a statewide issue of confidentiality not being consistent across systems. Dan working with DPI to address. There are several options on how to approach that are being considered. At the very least, CST’s should begin having this conversation with their families.
